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When going on a trip, provide the child with
all necessary information

The full names of the parents or relatives with whom they are
travelling, their phone numbers, and the flight number. This
information will help a child to be found faster. You can
suggest that the child learn it by heart, but it's better to
provide a note with the information as, in a stressful situation,
the child may get confused.

Have the child wear bright colours

Not only will the child will more visible, but in the case that he
or she gets lost, it will be easier to find them in clothing that
stands out.

Choose a meeting point beforehand

If the child is old enough, agree in advance about a place at
the airport or the train station where you will meet up if you
lose each other.

The parents should look for children,
not vice versa

You need to explain a few simple rules to little children. The
first and most important thing is that it’s the parents that will
look for the children, not vice versa. If children get lost, they
should stay where they are.

Feel free to shout and call for help

It’s best if the child contacts the airport / train station employ-
ees or the police. If he or she can’t see them, it is possible to
approach a woman with children. But it is very important to
remember that the child shouldn’t go anywhere with people
who come to help him or her. Children should stay where they
are and wait for their parents.
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Parents can use the speakerphone

Parents can use the speakerphone to help them find their child.
Don’t give instructions to the child through the speakerphone.
The child should stay in the same place where he or she got lost,
and you should look for him or her.
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
